450 girls aged 16-17 was gathered in a camp to focus on protection in emergency situations and womens awerness. The camp was attacked by airplanes and about 120 girls were killed, about 140 were severly injured and hospitalized, and the remaining was traumatized. Also a huge number of other children in the surrounding areas were traumatized by this incident.
