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Abstract
In the city of Leiden, in The Netherlands, there is some history of the working together of a school for DSM diagnosed children, mostly aggressive oppositional, in the ages of six to twelve years, (categorized as a REC-4 school), and the local child welfare organisation supplying treatment to children and their families in the region.
In this context some experiences implementing LSCI in such a school setting are available, worth sharing.
Examples of the possibilities of using LSCI with these children with successful effects on their school achievements are given.
Also some variations applying LSCI with involvement of the parents of the child have developed in this process. This involvement appears to give opportunities for modelling, for generalizing the effects to the home circumstances, for integration of the child's experiences, and for understanding and support by the parent, among others.
Besides these possibilities, also difficulties in applying LSCI in this school setting have appeared. These mainly have to do with basic conditions giving a healthy framework and safe climate for this treatment, concerning shared vision (as to accepted behaviour for example), and clear responsibilities in this co-working. Possible answers to these difficulties will be presented.
